Washington, D.C. – U.S. Senator Wayne Allard (R-CO) today announced a new national
hotline for poison centers.  He is encouraging Coloradans to use the new number 1-800-222-1222
to speak with specially trained nurses, pharmacists an doctors to learn how to prevent accidental
poisonings and to answer any poison related questions.

Poison experts at national poison centers receive over 6,000 calls per day from concerned
parents and people in life threatening situations.  For the first time, a national hotline number has
been created to connect callers with the closest local poison center no matter where the call
comes from in the country.
